Many of the absences are down to illness and are accountable.  However, we do have a few unexplained absences with some children showing patterns of absence over a period of time.  We are going to be investigating this over the next few weeks to identify patterns in absence – for example some children regularly have one day off a week and this can be tracked back.  If your child regularly has time off school then over a period of time this accumulates and in some cases can mean that children miss out on nearly half a term of learning in an academic year.  We will inform you of our findings over the next few weeks.
